To you wonderful follos of Finot Chnistian
Chancti (Disecples of (Clnist) of Findlay,

Matthew 6:33 states: Seek first the kingdom of God
and His righteousness, and all these things shall
be added to you.

I realize that that passage is so familiar to most
of us that we tend to gloss over it. But if you really
think about it, those are revolutionary words!

“...seek first the kingdom of God.” As Oswald
Chambers said, even the most spiritually minded of
us tend to argue the exact opposite. We tend to say,
“I have to live; I must make a certain amount of
money. | need enough to buy clothes and food for
myself and for my family.”

The great concern for most of us is not the king-
dom of God but how we are going to take care of
ourselves to live. But Jesus reversed the order by
telling us to get the right relationship with God first,
maintaining it as the primary concern of our lives,
and never to place our concern on taking care of the
other things of life.

“...do not worry about your life...” (Matthew
6:25). Our Lord pointed out that from His stand-
point it is absolutely unreasonable for us to be anx-
ious, worrying about how we will live. Jesus did
not say that the person who takes no thought for an-
ything in his or her life is blessed — no, that person
is foolish. But Jesus did teach that His disciples
must make their relationship with God the dominat-
ing focus of their lives, and to be cautiously carefree
about everything else in comparison to that.

In essence, Jesus was saying, “Don’t make food
and drink the controlling factor in your life, but be

absolutely focused on God.” Some people are care-
less about what they eat and drink, and they suffer
for it; they are careless about what their wear, hav-
ing no business looking the way they do; they are
careless with their earthly matters, and God holds
them responsible. But Jesus is saying that the great-
est concern of life is to place our relationship with
God first, and everything else second.

Oswald Chambers concludes by saying it is one
of the most difficult, yet critical, disciplines of the
Christian life to allow the Holy Spirit to bring us
into absolute harmony with the teaching of Jesus in
these verses.

As difficult as that is, isn’t that something that
we can support each other in, and help each other
with, here at First Christian Church (Disciples of
Christ) in Findlay?
